Financial Accountability: Godôs provision for the Journey 
 
 

Supported by freewill offerings, ASK Network is a work of faith. We ask God to pro-

vide resources for our ministry/vision.  God uses you to provide for operational ex-

penses, the ongoing work, and for national and international outreach initiatives. ASK 

has no paid staff and no buildings to maintain. All ASK leaders are volunteers.  

 

ASK Network operates in a culture of generosity. Freewill offerings are received na-

tionally from faithful donors. In addition offerings are received at state and national gatherings. In 2013, we 

gave 10% of undesignated offerings to the ASK international general fund plus another 10% toward a travel 

scholarship fund for leaders in developing world countries. In addition, all offerings from ASK Days in 2013 

totaling more than $3000 were given to ASK International. These gifts along with an additional $500 offer-

ing were used to help ASK International support a Gathering in East Africa. Pastors from ten East African 

countries were able to come through the scholarship support. This Gathering would not have occurred with-

out ASK USAôs support. There is now a growing excitement in East Africa for ASK and the power of inter-

cessory prayer.  

 

We urge you to support the work of ASK with your generous gifts. Regular gifts will enable ASK to lay a 

prayer foundation for present and future generations in all nations. Your gifts will help us do what He asks 

us to do!

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Nations Team: Implications of ASKing  
 

The first time I asked the Lord to teach me to be more patient, I hoped by some miracle that He would just 
make it so. After a day full of frustrating traffic jams and other delays, I discovered that there are implica-
tions to such asking - implications that invite my involvement in Godôs response, and that often stretch me 
beyond my comfort zone. Have you ever been there? 
 
As the Nations Team has asked God to show us how to pray for the nations, weôve been reminded of the 
implications of asking. Weôve heard God share the importance of relationship - with Him, with other      
ASKers, with those we bring to Him in prayer. Heôs also encouraged us to view intercession as a close 
companion to intervention. He means for our asking to lead us into active participation in His response.  
The second half of ASKôs vision statement sums it up this way: asking  God to do what only He can do,  
and  doing  whatever He asks of us. 
 
Jenny was a young girl when God called her to a specific nation in Asia. For 20 years, she has lived, 
breathed and dreamed for this nation, investing everything to spend her life for the sake of Godôs kingdom 
coming there. She is in the final months of a doctoral program in midwifery, an important skill for serving 
God in Asia. Over the past year, her doctoral project has connected her to Seattleôs Somali refugee com-
munity. Recently, God has opened doors to her within the community and has invited her to ñASKò for this 
nation. Though her sights have been set on returning to Asia as soon as possible, Jenny now wonders,    
ñIf I say óyesô to the Lord in asking for Somalia, what will that mean for my return to Asia? What if His an-
swer means I stay in America to serve Him among Somali people? Or what if it means I end up in Africa?!ò 
Jenny is learning, in a deeply personal way, that asking is an invitation to let go of our own plans and de-
sires to follow the One who is worthy of our absolute surrender. When we pray into His purposes, we can 
expect that He will surely invite us to be an active part in bringing them to pass, even if it means pushing us 
out of our comfort zones or away from our best laid plans. 
 
What will the implications of your asking be? How might God invite you to intervene, as an active servant of 
His kingdom purposes, on behalf of those you bring to Him in intercession? When you ask Him for the na-
tions, is there a people group or place He puts on your heart? Whether He leads you across the street or 
around the globe, how will you respond when He says, ñNow go...ò?
